Enrique Escallon called the meeting to order.

1. Minutes of the January 29, 2007 Interim Executive Committee Conference Call

The minutes of the January 29, 2007 Interim Executive Committee conference call were before the committee.  There were no corrections or revisions.
Terry Millican moved to approve the minutes of the January 29, 2007 Interim Executive Committee conference call.  Jacquelyn Needelman seconded the motion and it was approved.

2. Discussion of Major Issues/Decisions from Committees

· Finance Committee:  It was reported that the Finance Committee approved a change which would distribute the forfeited funds when an employee terminates employment (and is not vested in the retirement plan) among the retirement plans of the remaining current employees as opposed to using forfeited funds to cover future retirement expenses.  The Committee approved the use of $27,664 in 2006 unmet needs funds for the overage in 2006 Partners in Policymaking budget.  It was also noted that the task forces have done a great job of committing their funds but need to get them obligated.  The committee approved an extension of time for all task forces to obligate 2006 task force funds until the June 2007 meeting.

· Leadership Committee:  It was reported that the committee will be soliciting more people to apply for membership on the council.  The committee plans to interview a couple additional people at the June meeting.

· Human Resource Committee:  It was reported that the amount for merit bonuses was approved at the same level as last year.  The revisions to the Personnel Manual were reviewed and approved.  The committee agreed to continue Beth Butler in a temporary part-time position until September.  The committee also discussed Linda Rossman’s current workers compensation situation.

· Program Planning and Evaluation Committee:  It was reported that the committee approved all the projects presented.  The committee also discussed how to approach evaluations of projects and the DD Suites.

· Public Policy and Advocacy Committee:  Karen Clay asked about the issue discussed in PPAC regarding the need to work with David Wood relative to the Health Care Transition bill before addressing it with Senator Wise.  After some discussion, it was agreed that Debra Dowds would work with David Wood on possible language to address the concern with the bill and immediately schedule a call between David Wood and Karen Clay.

3. Other

The Family Café has requested a letter of support for federal grants funds be applied for the Parent Training and Information Program.  The committee members agreed to the council providing a letter of support.
