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Enrique Escallon called the conference call to order.

1. Approval of the Attenuation of Growth  Position Statement

The Attenuation of Growth Position statement as prepared by the PPAC members was before the Executive Committee for approval.  

Terry Millican moved to approve the Attenuation of Growth position statement.  Judy Birnie seconded the motion and it was approved.

2. Request for FDDC Funds for the Management Services Guide Project

Charm Thometz explained that the project had been approved for $55,000.  With the RFP they received six proposals and the proposal the selection team chose was for $120,000.  The CL/SC task force is requesting $60,000 in additional funds so they could allow for funding of the project of up to $115,000.

Terry Millican moved to approve the request for additional FDDC funds for the Management Services Guide project in the amount of $60,000.  Judy Birnie seconded the motion and it was approved.

3. Other
· Nila Benito asked that the Executive Committee approve funds to redesign the web site and make it accessible.  The committee members agreed to the funding.  However, it was noted that since unmet needs funds would be used, two task forces would need to approve the request for funds.
Nila Benito moved to approve $10,000 out of unmet needs funds to contract for the redesign of the web site and Communication Committee would have oversight over the selection.  July Birnie seconded the motion and it was approved.

· There was discussion about the APD budget deficit situation and the actions being taken relative to the media and plans needed to be taken by the Council relative to Legislative action.   A DD Network conference call was discussed and the need to try to arrange for a council member to attend the key meetings being scheduled.
