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Enrique Escallon called the Interim Executive Committee conference call to order.

1. Minutes of the March 8, 2007 Executive Committee meeting and March 28, 2007 Executive Committee conference call

The minutes of the March 8, 2007 Executive Committee meeting and March 28, 2007 Executive Committee conference call were before the committee. 

Jacquelyn Needelman moved to approve the minutes of the March 8, 2007 Executive Committee meeting and March 28, 2007 Executive Committee conference call.  Terry Millican seconded the motion and it was approved. 

2. Request for FDDC Funding for Distribution of the First Steps Publication

Debra Dowds explained that 4,000 copies of the First Steps Publication had been printed.  With this volume, housing and mailing out would be major workload issue.  Funding up to $5,000 in unmet needs funds was being requested to use a vendor to store and mail requested publications to requestors, similar to how the Planning Ahead Guide is distributed.  The Child Development/ Education Task Force had approved the Request for Funds and the request was on the agenda for the Health Care Task Force last Friday, the result from which were not yet known.  
Jacquelyn Needelman moved to approve the Request for FDDC Funding for the Distribution of the First Steps Publication up to $5,000 contingent upon a second task force approval.  Terry Millican seconded the motion and it was approved.  

3. Deadline for Consent to Serve

Debra Dowds explained that the By-Laws require that the Consent to Serve forms be sent out 45 days before the third quarterly meeting.  These forms were actually sent one day late.  It was suggested that the deadline for submitting the Consent to Serve forms be extended one day, which would make the deadline for receipt 14 days before the third quarterly meeting instead of the By-Laws required 15 days.  

Jacquelyn Needelman moved to approve extending the deadline for submission of the Consent to Serve forms by the number of days necessary to allow council members the full amount of time.  Terry Millican seconded the motion and it was approved.
4. Other

Debra Dowds brought to the attention of the members that the members involved in the APD deficit legislative wanted to have the Council perform an Impact Study of the APD reductions.  Enrique Escallon noted that this request would be prepared for the June Council meeting. 

Enrique Escallon provided as information to the committee members that Judy Birnie would be resigning from the Council because she and Eric were moving to Rhode Island.  Also, Bob Frank had accepted a position at Kent State and would be leaving Florida.

The conference call meeting was adjourned.
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
