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Enrique Escallon called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

1. Minutes of the July 23, 2007 and August 16, 2007 Executive Committee Conference Calls

The minutes of the July 23, 2007 and August 16, 2007 Executive Committee conference calls were before the committee.  There were no corrections identified.

Terry Millican moved to approve the minutes of the July 23, 2007 and August 16, 2007 Executive Committee conference calls.  Jacquelyn Needelman seconded the motion and it was approved. 

2. Discussion of Major Issues/Decisions from Committees

Finance Committee:  Lisa Taylor reported that the Finance Committee approved the 2008 budget.  The Budget Ad Hoc Committee made recommendations relative to the unmet need funds and will be scheduling an additional conference call to discuss line items.

Leadership Committee:  Chris Drummond reported that the Leadership Committee recommended the following three candidates for Lilly Rangel-Diaz’s replacement to the Governor: Karmel McCarthy, Nikole Whitehead, and Amy Van Bergan.  The Committee plans to interview Elizabeth Petruzzi at the December meeting.  The Committee also approved the Leadership Development Fund policy and reviewed the status of the Leadership Development Fund. 

Chris Drummond moved to approver recommending Amy Van Bergan, Karmel McCarthy, and Nikole Whitehead to the Governor as replacements for Lilly Rangel-Diaz.  Jacquelyn Needelman seconded the motion and it was approved.
Human Resource Committee:  Terry Millican reported that Debra Dowds reviewed the status of the staff positions.  The Committee also began reviewing the work expectations but did not complete this item or the other agenda items.   These items will be rescheduled for the next committee meeting.

Program Planning and Evaluation Committee:  Susan Gold reported that all projects were approved by the committee.  In addition, the committee held its first focus group required for the year end Program Performance Review report to ADD.  This will be the first of three focus groups that the Council will hold before the end of December.
Public Policy and Advocacy Committee:   Nila Benito reported that Phyllis Sloyer brought to the committee’s attention the rule development process that has been initiated for children to receive therapy services through a pre-paid plan.  Phyllis Sloyer plans to ask Beth Kidder about this at tomorrow’s council meeting.  Ms. Benito reported that the ARC/FL has developed an HMO proposal.  David Wood and the Health Care Task Force are scheduling a meeting to discuss managed care for individuals with developmental disabilities.  The Executive Committee members asked that Council members who have an interest in this issue be included in the identification of the date.

3. Other
· Council Retreat:   It was noted that there had been a recommendation for a Council Retreat to focus on professional development and building the relationship between council members and staff.  It was suggested that Emma Vander Klift be used to facilitate the retreat.  Debra Dowds and Enrique Escallon talked with Ms.  Vander Klift.  She has had experience facilitating retreats where the participants work on roles and responsibilities, team building and relationship building.  Ms. Vander Klift would be very interested in facilitating a retreat for the council.  Her fee is $2,000 per day which is above the $1,000 consultant fee cap, requiring a waiver from the Executive Committee.
Nila Benito moved to approve waiving the consultant fee cap and paying Emma Vander Klift her fee of $2,000 per day.  Jacquelyn Needelman seconded the motion and it was approved.

Nila Benito moved to approve the concept of a council retreat pending availability of funds, to reserve 2007 administrative funds that become available and use 2008 administrative funds for the any remaining amount, and to review the proposal from Emma Vander Klift at the Interim Executive Committee conference call.  Chris Drummond seconded the motion and it was approved.

E-Mails and ADD Inquiry:  Enrique Escallon explained that ADD is doing an inquiry of the Council.  We have provided ADD with the information requested.   ADD has said that the focus now is the Inclusion Summit newspaper article.  We have also heard rumors that either the Auditor General or Inspector General are investigating the Council, but no contact has been made with the Council.  The approach being taken is that we will be transparent, provide requested information and answer questions because we have nothing to hide.  Regarding the e-mails, Lisa Taylor outlined the steps taken to determine if the e-mails could be criminally investigated.  

Fragrance Free Meetings:  It was pointed out that attendees at the Council meetings need to be reminded that the meetings are fragrance free.   This needs to be included in the Council mail out.
