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I. Call to order
Susan Gold called to order the meeting of the PP&E Committee at 12:15 p.m.
II. Approval of minutes from 6-7-07 meeting
Pam Hinterlong made a motion to approve the June 6, 2007, minutes, Chris Drummond seconded the motion; the motion was carried.

III. Budget Update
FINANCE REPORT – Lisa Taylor, CPA, CFO
Lisa Taylor gave a brief description of the budget and Finance committee action items.  

The following are some of the action items pertinent to PP&E (Additional information is available in the Finance Committee meeting minutes):
1. Recommendations for Unmet Needs changes are as follows:

a. Task Force Chairs will review Unmet Needs budget and how the funds are spent.

b. Recommend changing the name of the funds from “Unmet Needs” to “Collaboration/Cross Cutting”.

c. Priority for funding will be given to cross cutting projects.

d. Task Forces will be required to exhaust their task force funds before requesting Unmet Needs funds for any project.

e. If a project was initially funded from Unmet Needs and is NOT a cross cutting project, the task force that recommended the project for funding must look within their task force budget to fund the project in subsequent years.

f. Unmet Needs projects are approved for a one year period.

2. At the June 2007 meeting, there were more project requests than available Unmet Needs funds. Recommendations were made by the Executive & Finance Committees for the task forces to look to their task force budgets to fund some of the projects.  $35,359 of Unmet Needs funds is now available after (1) the absorption of funds by Task Forces, (2) requests for funds withdrawn/removed for consideration, and (3) closing out unexpended 2006 project funds. Other information:

a. Employment Task Force will fund the Supported Competitive Integrated Employment (SCIETT) project. $81,986 was budgeted for this project; however the Employment Task Force will fund the project from their task force funds for $165,000.

b. Task Forces will fund the Inclusion Summit Follow-Up projects.  $100,000 was budgeted for this project.

c. The total of $99,854 for the Self Advocacy Grassroots project will be funded from three sources.  Child Development/Education Task Force will fund $5,000, Community Living/Support Coordination Task Force will fund $25,000 and Unmet Needs will fund the remaining $69,854.
IV. Projects:
Child Development and Education (CD/ED)

Project 1 – IDEA Workshops
Brief Description:  Four to five workshops will be conducted in selected cities throughout the state to provide students with developmental disabilities, their families, and other interested persons with information and written materials concerning IDEA. The Council will contract with Peter W. and Pamela Wright, recognized national experts, to conduct the training. Information gained during the 2006 workshops will be used to improve the design and delivery of the proposed workshops.  The requested amount is $50,000.
MOTION:

Child Development and Education (CD/ED)

Project 2 – Education/Legislative Action Coalition
Brief Description: The project will provide funds for a Facilitator to coordinate and organize the meetings of the Coalition and fulfill the responsibilities outlined by the Advisory Committee. The Facilitator, working with the Advisory Committee, will plan and organize four meetings of the Coalition. The purpose of these meetings will be to examine the recommendations of the Inclusion Now Education Sub-Committee, along with the other areas of focus identified by the CD/ED Task Force, to create a plan of action for Coalition members intended to further the efforts toward full inclusion. The requested amount is $ 30,000.
MOTION:

Community Living/Support Coordination (CL/SC)

Project 1 – Self Advocacy Grassroots Campaign
Brief Description: During the second year of the project a total of five (5) additional pilot sites will be selected, trained, and added to the current grassroots movement. The additional groups will be identified through a Request for Application process that will be sent out to self advocates throughout the state. Project staff will draw upon the mailing list that was developed during the first year of the project, the Council’s Partners in Policy Making list of graduates, and other self advocate mailing lists which have been compiled by the Council. Once identified, each new site will have the opportunity to send representatives to the Training Institute in Syracuse, New York. All sites will receive site specific consultation and technical assistance through quarterly visits conducted by project staff. The requested amount is $69,854.
STIPULATIONS: 

1. Training of individuals to become a core group of self-advocate trainers within the state of Florida.

Community Living/Support Coordination (CL/SC)

Project 2 - Printing & Translation of the Management Services Guidebook
Brief Description:  This project will consist of three components: a) obtaining quotes and printing the guide in English; b) obtaining quotes and translation the guidebook into Spanish and c) printing copies of the guide in Spanish and Braille. The requested amount is $25,000.

Employment 

Project 1 - Supported, Competitive, Integrated Employment Training Team
Brief Description:  This project continue the work to lay the groundwork for building a sustainable training and technical assistance system in supported employment for community rehabilitation providers, families and individuals with disabilities, and other stakeholders in Florida. Such a system is a necessary element in developing the capacity necessary to not only implement more services for the many individuals who want to work, but to develop a system of quality that utilizes best and cutting edge practices. The requested amount is $ 164,272.
MOTION:

Kathy Henderson made a motion to approve the project with the noted stipulations, Terry Millican seconded the motion; motion carried.

Employment 

Project 2 - Employment First Planning Group
Brief Description: The purpose of this planning group is to develop options and strategies to assist individuals in transiting and prevention from Adult Daycare Training Facilities (ADT) as well as draft an Employment First Policy that will educate legislators, families of persons with disabilities and other stakeholders.  It is the intent of this planning group to produce pertinent information that will be valuable to legislators in terms of funding and assisting family members in examining options that will best meet their needs while ensuring inclusion. This project will provide funds for four Employment First Planning Group Meetings, travel and facilitation.  The role of the facilitator is to coordinate and organize four planning group meetings to ensure the group’s desired outcome. The meetings will be held in Tampa and Tallahassee. Planning group participants consists of Council Members, Vocational Rehab. , Dept of Education, APD, ARC Santa Rosa, other private entities, and Council staff .The requested amount is $30,000.

Special Projects 

Project 1 - Pre-Conference Day on Adult Issues at the 2008 CARD Conference

Brief Description: The 2008 CARD pre-conference will be held in January 25, 2008, in Lake Mary, Florida.  The pre-conference will feature a Keynote Speaker, Dr. Patricia Rogan, author of Closing the Shop: Conversion from Sheltered to Integrated Work and Make the Day Matter!: Promoting Typical Lifestyles for Adults with Significant Disabilities, as well as six afternoon breakout sessions featuring Florida professionals and families who have developed adult-life options for individuals with disabilities.  The sessions will provide an opportunity for participants to learn new strategies and ideas related to living, working and learning as adults in communities.  A focus throughout the day will be developing positive solutions to address gaps in the current system; and creating linkages between individuals, families, and support providers. The requested amount is $5,000.
MOTION:

V. New business

Stakeholder Focus Groups

The Council will conduct two (2) additional focus group sessions.  One will be held on 10-30-07 a day prior to the PIT Summit and during one of Partners in Policymaking sessions.
