I. Quorum was established and the meeting was called to order by Kathy Henderson at 10:05am.

II. Roll call was completed by Adam Miller

III. Draft minutes for February 6,  2008 CD/ED task force meeting were reviewed.

a. Motion to approve February 6, 2008 minutes was made by M. Polland  with a second by J. McElyea- Motion carried

IV. Draft minutes for February 22, 2008 interim conference call were reviewed.

a. Motion to approve February 22, 2008 minutes was made by P. Stevens with a second by J. McElyea- motion carried.

V. Draft minutes for March 3, 2008 CD/ED interim conference call were reviewed.

a. Motion to approve March 3, 2008 minutes was made by S. Osborne with a second by Lillian Sigler- motion carried.

VI. Adam Miller reviewed the new internal obligation and liquidation schedules for the 2008 and 2009 funding years.  Task force members reviewed current obligation status of 2007 and 2008.  Questions were discussed concerning the obligation worksheets that were reviewed.  Adam Miller indicated that the task force is on target to meet obligation deadlines for 2008 funds, and will need to work hard to meet the first 2009 commitment and obligation deadlines.  Kathy Henderson and Adam Miller explained the support for funding for the Expanding Opportunities Workgroup NPDCI grant (Nation Professional Development Center on Inclusion).  Kathy approved up to $500 to cover travel expenses for one family member to attend the two day summit that will be hosted by the Expanding Opportunities Workgroup if they are awarded the grant.  The agreement to support the travel expenses was included in the letter of support provided to the Expanding Opportunities Workgroup.
VII. Task force began discussion of state plan amendment process.  The task force first completed a quick review of the state plan as it is written.  The task force then decided that they would work on making suggested amendments to the education portion of the state plan (Education Goal #1) and the early intervention goal number three.  Adam Miller reviewed the state plan amendment worksheets that task force members had completed.  The task force decided to focus on three main objectives: early care and education, inclusion, and transition.  The task force worked until approximately 12 noon on revisions then broke for lunch.   Upon returning from lunch, the task force continued brainstorming ideas for amendments.  A draft of new language was agreed upon, with a plan to have A. Miller wordsmith the proposed amendments and send back to task force to review.  Task force will have an interim conference call on May 2nd, 2008 to review and approve state plan amendments.
VIII. PIT-Initiative:  Task force reviewed document prepared by Allison Cruz-Mitchell regarding the three options for the continuation of the PIT initiative.  All three options were discussed and the task force agreed that option three was the most appropriate.  The task force then discussed the merits of CD/ED financially supporting the project.

a. Motion to commit $37,500 to PIT initiative contingent upon exercising option three (RFP for a contractor to meet the identified goal of building capacity of the local PIT teams, using the PIT strategic Plan on transition, with greater collaboration with Project Connect and other community partners, and allowing the proposers to design and submit proposals for approaches for accomplishing this goal) was made Lillian Sigler with a second by S. Osborne.  Motion carried.

IX. SIP project:  Adam Miller reviewed the current status of the SIP year 4 project and indicated that the project would be ending over the summer and that the Provider would be reverting funds back to the Council with the Council reverting these funds back to the HHS.  The task force discussed the future of the SIP website.  The task force decided that once the project is completed that no additional funds should be spent to maintain the website.  The task force would like the replication manual to be placed on the FDDC website.  The task force asked if it is possible to have the current SIP website redirect visitors to the FDDC website.
X. EPAC Advisory Committee Report:  Adam Miller reviewed the current status of the EPAC workgroup and provided an overview of the concerns addressed at the recent advisory committee call.   Michele Polland stated that she was concerned that the EPAC group had deviated from the original objectives for the group.  The group stated that they felt that the task force could adequately address the issues raised in the Inclusion Now Strategic Plan and that there was no need at this time for an outside workgroup.  The task force felt that it was time to discontinue support for the EPAC project.

a. Motion to discontinue funding, effective immediately, for the Education Policy Action Coalition Workgroup made by Michele Polland with a second by Judy Owen.  Motion carried.  Instructions given to Adam Miller to draft a letter to the members of the EPAC workgroup.

b. Task force requested that a copy of the final Inclusion Now Strategic Plan.

XI. YMAD 2009:  Adam Miller reviewed the plans for expanding the You Make a Difference Awards project for 2009.  The concept is to expand the project so that recognition and awards are given to providers in various fields in addition to education.  Each task force will recommend categories for awards.  Upon approval from each task force the project will be jointly funded.  The CD/ED task force will review the request for funding at a future meeting.

XII. ELC Continuation:  Adam Miller reviewed the current status of the ELC contract (689CD07).  Adam Miller indicated that the contract will end in September and that the provider is interested in submitting a request for a continuation.  Lillian Sigler stated that the providers are doing a great job so far.  Adam Miller reviewed the mid-term report that was included in the supplementary packet.  The task force indicated that they would be interested in reviewing a continuation application by the Provider.

XIII. Program Manager Update:  Adam Miller briefly reviewed the project update form included in the supplementary packet.  Addition information on Governor’s Commission on Disability is included in the packet.
