I. WELCOME and REVIEW of AGENDA & MINUTES:
Meeting was called to order at 10:05 a.m. by Chris Drummond, Acting Chair, in David Wood’s absence. 
 The previous meetings minutes from the April 11, 2008 meeting were reviewed.
MOTION:
Phyllis Sloyer motioned to approve the minutes.  Jeff Brosco seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
It was noted by Beth Kidder that the minutes contained a great deal of acronyms.  Ms. Kidder
suggested using fewer acronyms.

II. STAFF REPORT:
Council Updates: Role of Council Members, Guidelines for Representing the Council, Bylaws:
Debbie Richards reviewed the Role of Council Members and Guidelines, the new policy on Representing the Council, and the changes to the Council bylaws that were approved during the June Council meeting.  Debbie pointed out the major changes in the bylaws that hold resource members to the same standards as Council members.

Florida Office on Disabilities and Health-Chartbook on Disabilities: Partnership Call Minutes and the State Oral Health Plan: 


Debbie Richards informed the task force members of the chart book’s availability.  A brief discussion followed.

Ms. Richards directed the task force member’s attention to the Partnership Call minutes for their review at their convenience.


The task force members discussed the updated strategic plan for the State Oral Health Plan (SOHIP) and the current focus on developing a structure to ensure its continuation. 

Agency for Persons with Disabilities (APD):

The task force discussed the appointment of the new Secretary for APD. 

Agency for Health Care Administration (AHCA):
Beth Kidder provided the task force members with an update of Agency for Health Care Administration (AHCA) and updates on prepaid therapy services which will result in a reduction of funding for therapies.  Temporary Assistance to Needy Families (TANF) will be effected first (about 20,000 individuals), then those who are Supplemental Security Income (SSI)-related (about 20,000 individuals).   
The task force members discussed how the AHCA and APD changes would effect different health and support services programs.  
Florida Department of Health (DOH):

Phyllis Sloyer discussed information about Florida being one of the states where kids can stay on their parent’s health insurance after reaching adulthood if disabled.  Patty Hackett did a presentation on this.  Staff will research and find out more.
Susan Redmon provided the members with a new CMS publication and gave an update of plans discussed at the Partners in Transition meeting.

III. PLANNING AND EVALUATION:
State Plan Revisions for Health Care and Prevention:

Debbie Richards reviewed the final copy for the revisions to the Health Care, Prevention,  and Early Intervention sections of the Council’s State Plan.  Debbie informed the task force members that they may need to schedule an emergency meeting to address any public comments/questions that might be submitted. 

Ms. Richards also informed the members that the Child Development/Education Task Force is looking at developing an early intervention screening tool and suggested combining efforts with them.   A discussion ensued about a number of different current statewide initiatives with goals of developing screening tools.  The consensus was that the task force should explore and advocate for Universal Development Screening tools, combine efforts with other groups and explore how to develop and promote a register. 
Budget:
Debbie Richards directed the member’s attention to the ADA Requirements project line item.  Ms. Richards suggested that this project be dropped and the funds ($4000) be reallocated. 

MOTION: 
Susan Redmon motioned to drop the ADA Requirements project and reallocate the funds.  Beth Kidder seconded the motion.   Motion carried.

Task force funds that need to be committed at this meeting include:

$154,063 for 2008 as well as looking at funds for 2009 as the first allocation of funds for 2009 is received in September.
Health Care Task Force Project Updates:


Debbie Richards reviewed the Project Status Report with the task force members.  Ms. 


Richards reminded the members that all members must serve as a Project Monitor on at least


one project.  
The task force reviewed the final report of the APD Wait List Survey which was just received.  The report provides a lot of information that will assist in planning for FDDC as well as APD.

PROJECT PROPOSALS:
Follow-up for Redefining Medical Necessity:
Debbie Richards reviewed the revised funding proposal for the 2nd year follow-up contract for the Revised Definition of Medical Necessity project with the task force members.  Beth expressed some concern with the timeline but felt it could be worked out with a call to Celeste Putnam.  The task force felt the changes to the proposal were accomplished and the project should continue.
MOTION:
Susan Redmon motioned to approve the proposal with scheduling changes agreed upon by Beth Kidder and Celeste Putnam.  Michael Smith seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Dental Information & Training:
The task force discussed the funding proposal and agreed that clarification and additional information was needed.  Debbie Richards was asked to collect the following information and email the task force members with a revision of the proposal’s language including:

1.) The number of sites/physicians.

2.) Clarify targeted population and what population was originally targeted. 
MOTION:
Beth Kidder motioned to approve the proposal with the understanding that the clarifications would be made and sent out for review.  Carol Scoggins seconded the motion.  Motion passed (Phyllis Sloyer recused).
Family and Community Intervention for Un-served and Underserved Individuals with DD:
Debbie Richards reviewed the proposal with the task force members.  The group discussed utilizing a more community-based service development approach to identify how a given community could provide services for targeted groups and design for supports.  The project was tabled for the present time.

Increasing Wellness and Reducing Secondary Health Conditions:

After a discussion of how to utilize the project to identify, replicate and sustain “best practices”, the members agreed to change the approach where to solicit replication of successful programs in new communities.  Debbie Richards will revise the wording and e-mail to the task force.
MOTION:
Michael Smith motioned to approve the proposal with the understanding that Debbie Richards would email the task force members a revision of the proposed language.  Susan Redmon seconded the motion.  Motion passed.      

Debbie directed the member’s attention to the included articles for their review.
